Travel Grant
Bryan County Foster Parent Association (BCFPA)

The Bryan County Foster Parent Association (BCFPA) Travel Grant was established to benefit foster children in grades 4th through 12th who reside in a Bryan County resource home.  The BCFPA Travel grant is available to assist Foster Children who have been selected by their school, teacher or coach to travel with a group of peer students, where a cost of participation is required.
Each year, the BCFPA may award up to $1,000.00 for Travel Grants to eligible foster children.  These grants are not to exceed $200.00 per request.   Only one grant can be awarded to a specific foster child per school year.  Grants will be awarded on a “first” come, “case by case” basis.
Guidelines and eligibility rules for making application are detailed below.  These funds are available to BCFPA member resource homes only. 
Eligibility requirements:
1. Must be a Foster Child residing in a Bryan County resource home.

2. Must be in grades 4th through 12th.

3. Must be a Bryan County school (public or private) sponsored activity.

4. Must present letter of recommendation from the School.

5. School must provide documentation of trip costs.

6. Foster child must be approved to travel by placement authority. (i.e. DHS, Family’s First, Tribe, etc.)
Guidelines:

1. A total of $1,000.00 for Travel Grants may be awarded each school year, not to exceed $200.00 per Foster Child.
2. The Travel Grant must be used for the purposes of fees related to an approved school group trip.  If Foster Child is unable to make the trip, for any reason, the total amount of the grant awarded is immediately due back to the BCFPA.

3. Activities approved for eligibility, but not limited to, include:  Academic meets, Choir and Band competitions, Sporting events and FFA or 4-H activities. 
4. Availability of Grant funds are based on the financial stability of the BCFPA.  At anytime it may be determined that funds are not available.

Instructions for Travel Grant Application:

1. Application must be completed in its entirety and submitted to a BCFPA Officer no later than 30 days prior to the time the funds are required.
2. A letter of recommendation by the school, documentation of trip costs, and letter of approval to travel by placement authority must accompany the application.

3. Page 2 of this document is the “Application for the BCFPA Travel Grant.”
